GOLD RUSH XIX -

July 2006 

Hot Springs, Arkansas

Lots of excitement!   Two weeks’ vacation, and a ride across the country!  Harry and Karen left Concord on Thursday evening after work, July 13.  The ride to Bakersfield south on Hwy 5 was five hours (268 miles), with a stop for dinner, and lodging was reserved at the Best Western Inn on Buck Owens Blvd.  The room was reasonable ($68), comfortable, and spacious.  Bakersfield is famous for its music.

Friday July 14 was spent on the road, Hwy 58 to Barstow on Hwy 40, driving through 115 degrees in Needles, and having a great dinner at Red Lobster in Flagstaff, Arizona.  This trip started during an intense heat wave across the west, which later spread across almost all of the US.  It was hot at home and hot on the road!   After 698 miles, lodging was Ramada Limited ($71) in Gallup, New Mexico, again a pleasant and reasonable hotel.    Saturday July 15 was also hot and getting more humid – 621 miles through Albuquerque and Amarillo to Shamrock, Texas.  Lodging at the Shamrock Inn ($79), a good choice with a nice hotel room, but without a good eatery nearby.  Dinner was take-out from a smoky trucker spot on site. 

The heat was taking its toll on stamina during the ride on Sunday July 16 on Hwy 40, through Oklahoma City OK to Ft Smith, Arkansas, and then southeast on Hwy 71 to Hwy 270 through some beautiful areas and into Hot Springs, Arkansas (562 miles).  The Velda Rose Resort Hotel is a very old building and was sold weeks before the Gold Rush event.  The rooms were tolerable and costs were the same ($65), staff tried their very best, GWTA did some negotiating, and most events ended up being at the very nice air-conditioned and new Convention Center not far away.   The motorcycles did have covered parking in the hotel building.  Arrival was Sunday evening, too late for dinner, and it appeared that everything around was closed.  A walk to a nearby hotel with people on the porches indicated food at that location!  But no, nothing except the bar was open.  The enterprising bar-waitress suggested room service, which served great sandwiches to the bar!


Gold Rush plans include all kinds of activities – local rides, vendors, seminars, a talent show, a wonderful speak-easy dance with some people in fantastic zoot suits and beautiful dresses, a moonlight ride (Hot Springs is close to the National Park if not in the Park!), a day at Magic Springs water park, a bike show, 50/50 each day, dirty bingo, light parade and show….   The list is endless and so are participation opportunities.   Opening ceremonies were fun and Closing came much too quickly.  Other areas had lots more members than did California, but there were still lots of CA people!  And, the winner of the raffle prize was not present and not known to the California people.  

On Friday July 21 a caravan left Hot Springs to Little Rock and on Hwy 65 to Branson (280 miles) -- a very beautiful area to ride through.  The most important thing in Branson is Joe Davis, Harry’s cousin, who is a gentle and fantastic soul and also an employee of Ozark Ticket and Travel.  He knows what shows still have empty seats, etc.  The Presley’s Country Jubilee is a favorite, and the Legends in Concert were amazing!   And the Branson Vacation Inn is reasonable, clean, and comfortable.   They like Joe, too.

All too soon, it is time to leave Branson.  Sunday morning July 23 the trail went north on Hwy 65 to Springfield and then Hwy 13 to Kansas City - after 430 miles, it’s time to stop for gas and … and there is the Red Carpet Inn in Junction City, Kansas.  The cost was $41.35 and the door had a lock… and a TV set and clean sheets on the bed.  There was a tolerable restaurant in the building.

Further down the road Monday on Hwy 70 through Abilene, Salina, and Colby, Kansas to Wheat Ridge area in Denver, Colorado (499 miles).  Lodging was La Quinta ($79) right off the freeway.   The hotel was great, but the nearby restaurant was closed.  Hamburgers for dinner in front of the TV! 

Leaving Denver, the road went on Hwy 40 through Winter Park and cooler ski country.  Harry and Karen’s anniversary was July 25, and lunch was in a great restaurant The Egg and I in Steamboat Springs, Colorado.  What a glorious ride through the mountains, with a stop in Dinosaur!!  Dinner was in a Red Lobster in Orem, Utah.   After 480 miles, lodging was at Best Western Cottontree Inn ($79.69) in Provo, which was a very nice property with a beautiful room. 

Wednesday morning July 26, a visit was made to Harry’s Uncle Francis, who is in assisted care because of his sight and hearing.  He is well versed in Utah history and the Mormon teachings and tells fascinating stories.  After too short a visit, the trail went further west.   A short day’s ride (with a rainstorm) with 320 miles, lodging was at Red Lion Inn and Casino in Winnemucca, Nevada.  The Inn was great and even luxurious with the trike right outside the patio door ($94.00), but the casino and restaurant were steeped and layered in smoke.  Dinner was carried from the restaurant to the room!

Thursday July 27 was a long trek north out of Winnemucca on Hwy 95 to Hwy 140 and to Denio on desolate road.  Nearing Lakeview, Oregon the country became greener and cooler and prettier through Klamath Falls to Medford, and then north to Roseburg.  There was very little to eat anywhere during this ride (490 miles), and dinner in Medford was most welcome.  On to the Douglas County Inn in Roseburg, which was no longer a Best Western and should have never been BW ($70.80).  Karen’s sister/husband and cousin/wife were waiting in Roseburg.  It was just too hot so everyone went to the coast on Friday July 28!  

Friday, after a great lunch in Coquille and walks on the shore, lodging was at Best Western Holiday Motel in Coos Bay.  This is a fantastic lodging or maybe it was just the rooms that weren’t yet rented out.  In-room spa, beautiful décor, wonderful bed, $159.  Yes, there were less expensive rooms.  And the miles were only about 82 miles.

On Saturday, July 29, everyone headed to Grants Pass for a car show!  The road went south to Bandon and Gold Beach and a road across, but the locals said that is a gravel road.  Now, being so far south on the coastline meant that the quickest way to Grants Pass was Hwy 101 south to Brookings and to Hwy 199 in California and across and northeast to Grants Pass, Oregon (225 miles) a very beautiful ride.   Lodging was at Best Western Grants Pass Inn, with beautiful rooms and a lovely restaurant nearby ($116.59). 

Sunday, July 30 was time to head for Concord, California.  After breakfast and goodbyes, the trike headed home (305 miles).

Total miles – 5260.  
A fantastic vacation and great experiences.
