Total amount raised at this event - $144,533.

Chapter P donations totaled over $1060.

Chapter members at the Ride included Herb, George and Ella, Craig, Cesar and Virginia, Mel and Marilyn, and Harry and Karen.  An early ride into Woodland left time for coffee and doughnuts before riding out with the kids on the bikes and trikes.   

Of the participating chapters and groups at this Ride for Kids – a South Bay group raised $5333.;  the Clear Lake Road Riders (and Chapter L) raised $8,900+;  GWTA Chapter O raised $11,548;  Redwood Riders of Santa Rosa raised $15,800+;  and GWRRA Chapter C, Capital City Wings of Sacramento raised $43,000+.  

Top shops included Wing Nut with $2960;  Wing Worx with $3519;  Hillside Honda with $8540;  Lee’s Honda with $9100;  Jim & Jim’s with $17,098;  and Milat’s Honda with $41,735.

The ride was exciting – the event is, after all, a chance for the kids to enjoy their own ride on a motorcycle.  Several of our Chapter members (Harry, Herb, and Craig) had kids on their bikes for the police-escorted ride around the Woodland area.

Chapter P is again using the sale of Entertainment Books as one of our major fund raisers for 2007.  Purchasing an Entertainment Book is a Great money saver for you, your friends and family members.  They make great gifts and this includes the Out-of-Town editions.

You can save up to 50% when dining out (formal, informal or casual), doing family fun activities, traveling, shopping and getting services, all of which are included in these books.  The Greater East Bay book costs $25 this year and you can easily pay for it by using it 2 or 3 times. 

Examples of a few of the many savings when using this book are 1) 4 coupons for a total savings of $20 when buying groceries at Safeway, 2) 3 coupons for 2-for-1 personal pan pizzas at Pizza Hut, 3) a 2-for-1 dinner at Little Manuel’s in Antioch, 4) a 2-for-1 dinner at Mann’s Chinese Cuisine in Concord, 5) a 2-for-1 meal at the MatchMaker in Antioch and 6) a 2-for-1 meal at Chopin Café in Walnut Creek.  The Solano County book is no longer printed but most of their coupons were moved into the East Bay book.  Some of the discounts have time restrictions and dollar limits, so check the wording before you decide which one to use.

A reasonable goal for each family in our Chapter would be to sell 3 or 4 books.  Take these books home and sell them to friends and family members.  There is no cost to you to do this as all books that don’t sell can be retuned at no cost.  Once people learn the benefits of using these Entertainment money, saving books they will be asking you for them next year.

There are over 160 Out-of-Town Books available.  We can save your friends and family members up to $10 per book if the books are purchased through our Chapter - a $5 savings on the price of each book & another $5 savings on shipping charges.  For example, if a person in Phoenix orders a 2007 book they will pay $30 for the book and $5 for shipping.  We can sell them this same book for $25.
