I got on my trike, after giving it a hug, and headed out to Rio Vista, where I met George at the bridge on Hwy 12.   It was 61 degrees when I left home so I put on a light jacket.  When I got to Hwy 12, it was only 50 degrees and I wondered if I had made a mistake.  But as we traveled down the highway heading for Yosemite park, it warmed up quick so we were ok.

After stopping in Oakdale for breakfast and fuel, it was 80 degrees, but what a great day for a ride in the mountains.  For me it was like going home for a visit as Yosemite was my work place for several years.  As we drove into the valley it was as beautiful as ever, except most of the falls were dry.  Yosemite Falls had just enough water so you could tell that it did exist.

After riding through the valley and visiting old friends, most of whom George also knew as he and I go up there quite often, we decided to leave the Park on Hwy 140 and see the big rock slide that covered the road.  The slide completed covered the road and is out to the edge of the river, so the Hwy dept has built two temporary bridges across the river and back.  They are one way and there is a pilot car taking the cars back and forth.  They figure it will be at least a year before the slide will be stable enough to start work clearing it.

We went on to Mariposa, looking forward to a milkshake at the Frosty, but when we got there, it was gone and a two-story building was in its place.  The lady there said that they came in with a tractor and dozed it to the ground and built the new building.  We went on down to the pizza parlor and had a dish of ice cream instead, which wasn’t quite as good but better than nothing, I guess.

There was a fellow biker in the parking lot with a trike that was having electrical problems.  It was a different brand than ours and his electric fuel pump wouldn’t turn on.
