Waves to Wine Bike Tour for Multiple Sclerosis

This fund raiser was September 29th and 30th, 2007

Cyclists from both Coasts participated in this ride from San Francisco to Healdsburg and it was successful in raising $1,132,204.29.  The money will be used for research, programs and services to support more than 20,000 people in Northern California living with MS.  Over 1500 riders participated in this 2 day event and each rider had to have a minimum pledge of $250 to ride in the event.  The bike tour was organized by Northern California’s MS Chapter which is located at www.wavestowine.org on the Internet.

Multiple Sclerosis stops people from moving.  It is a chronic, often disabling disease of the central nervous system.  Symptoms may be mild, such as numbness in the limbs, or severe, such as paralysis or impaired vision.  The progress, severity and specific symptoms of MS in any one person cannot be predicted, but advances in research and treatment give hope to those affected by the disease.  Studies show that early and ongoing treatment with an FDA-approved therapy can reduce future disease activity and will improve quality of life for many people with Multiple Sclerosis. Every hour of every day, someone new is diagnosed with MS. The participation by those involved in this event will have a profound impact on those living with MS. Whether you were one of those pedaling your bike, raising funds, or volunteering, Waves to Wine is truly human powered event.

Tom Taylor headed up the Gold Wing participants from GWTA and GWRRA.  Cesar, Virginia, Marilyn and I participated both days representing Chapter P.  We knew many of the other motorcycle riders so it was an enjoyable weekend.  There were 22 motorcycles on Saturday and a few less on Sunday.  Some riders participated on Saturday and had to leave while a few others were able to only participate on Sunday.  

The purpose of the Gold Wings & other motorcycles was to ride escort and help the bike riders in whatever manner needed.  CB’s were used to communicate and support was headed up by the rest stop volunteer personnel.  There were vehicles that could transport the injured rider, broken bike and when someone that could ride no further.  There were bike mechanics stationed at each rest stop.  Some motorcycle riders helped by being stationed at extremely dangerous road junctions to warn riders of approaching traffic.  All the bike riders in this 2 day event seemed especially appreciative of the support they received from the motorcycle riders & passengers.  We were always treated like royalty by them and they loved the Gold Wings.

There were rest stops stationed about every 10 to 12 miles along the route each day.  These stops had drinks of all kinds and plenty of food to snack on.  There was a lunch stop each day that had excellent food for everyone.  Every motorcycle rider was given a $15 Chevron gas card each day they rode in support of the bike tour.

Day 1 - 80 miles: Starting in San Francisco at AT&T Park, heading over the Golden Gate Bridge, out HWY 1 to Stinson Beach then heading to Sonoma Mountain Village in Rohnert Park for the overnight. There was also a shorter option for Day 1 - a 40 mile option for the recreational cyclist.

The Overnight was at Sonoma Mountain Village at Rohnert Park – which was quite a festival of great food, good music, ice cream, wine and beer from generous sponsors - Sonoma Vineyards and New Belgium Brewing, brewers of Fat Tire Beer. It was a chance to share recaps of the day out on the course and just hang out with fellow riders. Then off to bed to rest up for the following day's ride.  There was plenty of room for motorhomes, trailers, tent campers, tents and Motels were close for those that didn’t camp.

Day 2 - 75 miles: Heading from the overnight in Rohnert Park up to Healdsburg, winding through some beautiful rural countryside and vineyards. At the end of the day you would come in to a hero's welcome to the finish line at Lake Sonoma, at the end of Dry Creek Road in the heart of wine country.

They gave a big Thank you to the legions of volunteers and sponsors who kept riders safe, on course, fed, and informed. Many people gave their entire weekend to help with the event, and it couldn't have been done without this help!

I encourage more of our Chapter P members to think about participating in this worthwhile, Waves to Wine bike tour in 2008.  They had 22 motorcycles on Saturday but they wanted to have 30 and could have used that many.  This was a very enjoyable and worthwhile weekend during some outstanding weather & riding in beautiful country.
