SAFETY NOTE from Don Coons  ==  There is a new roadway hazard in the form of a plastic or hard-rubber material embedded in the roadway at railroad crossings.  The material makes for a smoother and presumably more durable crossing, but unfortunately, it is treacherously slick when it gets even a little wet.

 

If the tracks are in a curve, the bike would normally be leaning when you cross over the tracks.  It is treacherous to cross railroad tracks and encounter the potentially slippery decking material while the bike is leaning, as in a curve.

 

So what's the strategy for dealing with this stuff?  Primarily, be aware of its presence and appreciate how slippery it can be, even if it's only slightly damp.  When you encounter tracks, slow before contacting the surface.  Plan your line so your motorcycle is straight up as you cross.  If it's located in a curve, this may require turning sharper than normal before and/or after crossing the surface.  Finally, avoid braking or accelerating while your tires are in contact with the material.

* * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * * 
If a phone company calls to check the phone line, and asks you to push 90#, do not do it!  Pushing 90# gives the requesting person full access to your telephone line, which enables them to place long distance calls billed to your home phone number.  No 90#.
