From Mel Teigen --  Friends –  I had a great trip to Florida and back on my old and new Gold Wing.  I rode my 1500 towing my Kwik Kamp tent trailer from Antioch to Clearwater FL in 5 days – about 2900 miles.  Our son Mark bought my Wing and the tent trailer.  Marilyn found a like new, used 02 bunkhouse tent trailer on the Internet in Inverness FL and I bought it.  Mark took a week’s vacation and we rode through Florida, GA, SC, NC, TN and back to George where we camped at various locations from the coast and into the interior.  We rode about 1950 miles on that trip and then we each headed home from a campsite south of Atlanta.  It took me only 4 days to get home from Forsyth, GA.

  We had great weather and saw many sights in those 5 southeastern states.  The most enjoyable part of the trip was when we left the tent trailers set up in Cherokee NC and rode on what they call “The Twisties” in NC and TN.  We spent several days riding out of that camp area.  The most exciting ride was on a 32 mile mountain section called Deals Gap or the “Dragontail”.  If you didn’t know how to ride well, it would be best not to take that route – there were warning signs at both ends of the route.  We rode on several other well-known curvy routes during those days.

  Marilyn and I had bought a new 2007 Gold Wing in South Carolina in Nov 2006 and had left it in the garage at Mark’s home and I went back on this trip to get it.  Besides being a beautiful motorcycle, it plays M-3s through the stereo, has options of leg warmers, hand grip warmers, seat warmers, a premium sound system with an 80 watt amp, on-board Garmin GPS and an integrated CB.  All the accessories were added at cost with no charges to install them by the Honda dealer.  I thought it was a very good deal and just love the new Wing.

  I was a day ahead of storms both coming and going on the trip to and from Antioch.  I ended up riding in only about 30 miles of rain and caught the edge of a storm in Ft Worth, TX.  One of the pictures shows the Wing and trailer under cover in front of a vacant building as the storm passed through and I was on the road again in an hour.

  I left home on April 20 and got back late on April 27.  It was a one in a lifetime experience that I will remember forever.
