Howdy –

  At  our meeting last night (April 10), I was informed that I forgot to tell about our stop at my granddaughter’s dairy in Laton, California, when we went to Beatty, Nevada.  

   We have been trying for some time to stop there, but it seemed that we were always short on time, so on this ride I brought it up again and we decided we could do it.

  On our way down Hwy 5, we turned off at Derrick Ave and went through Riverdale to Laton where my grandkids Melvin and Kelley have a dairy.  They have about 2000 head of cows and milk 24 hours a day.

  On our arrival Melvin and Kelley met us and took us on a tour.  The first thing we got to see was four calves that were born that morning.  Then we watched the workers connect up the milking machines to the cows.  Humans never touch the milk until it is in the cartons.  It goes from the cows through the machines to a refrigerated tank to a refrigerated truck and to the creamery.

  We then went out to see the cows and Melvin explained how they were divided up from the top milkers to the lesser ones and each group gets different food.  They also have a hospital.  While we were there, a cow was in a tank filled with warm water to help her stand, as she had just had a calf and was having a problem standing.  She would be there for a day and then should be ok.

  Melvin also explained how records were kept on each cow from the time of birth to death, all shots listed, how much milk and how rich the milk was, etc.

  So after a very interesting tour, we then continued on the rest of our tour to Beatty NV and the rally as was reported earlier.
