	MARCH 2008 SAFETY TIP --STROKE: Remember The 1st Three Letters.... S.T.R.

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If everyone can remember something this simple, we could save some folks. Seriously.. 

STROKE IDENTIFICATION: During a BBQ, a friend stumbled and took a little fall - she assured everyone that she was fine (they offered to call paramedics) .....she said she had just tripped over a brick because of her new shoes. They got her cleaned up and got her a new plate of food. While she appeared a bit shaken up, Ingrid went about enjoying herself the rest of the evening. 

Ingrid's husband called later telling everyone that his wife had been taken to the hospital - (at 6:00 pm Ingrid passed away.) She had suffered a stroke at the BBQ. Had they known how to identify the signs of a stroke, perhaps Ingrid would be with us today. Some don't die.... they end up in a helpless, hopeless condition instead. 

It only takes a minute to read this... A neurologist says that if he can get to a stroke victim within 3 hours he can totally reverse the effects of a stroke... totally . He said the trick was getting a stroke recognized, diagnosed, and then getting the patient medically cared for within 3 hours, which is tough. 

RECOGNIZING A STROKE Thank God for the sense to remember the '3' steps, STR . 

Now doctors say a bystander can recognize a stroke by asking three simple questions: 

S * Ask the individual to SMILE. 

T * Ask the person to TALK and SPEAK A SIMPLE SENTENCE (Coherently) (i.e. It is sunny out today) 

R * Ask him or her to RAISE BOTH ARMS. If he or she has trouble with ANY ONE of these tasks, call 999/911 immediately and describe the symptoms to the dispatcher. 

New Sign of a Stroke -------- Stick out Your Tongue 

NOTE: Ask the person to 'stick' out his tongue… If the tongue is 'crooked', if it goes to one side or the other, that is also an indication of a stroke.

GOOD DAY BEAUTIFUL OLD WORLD – HERB WILLIAMS

  First I send my heartfelt thanks for All of your letters, mail, and cards wishing me back to health.

  To start from ground zero, January 31st I entered Kaiser hospital and had a hip replacement, which was a success.  The doctor had the new one put in in about an hour and a half and at 4:00 p.m., I was even walking on it (not far) and three days later I got to go home.

  After two days at home, I began to get a tickle in my throat and the next week when it kept getting worse, I went to the doctor.  The doctor gave me cough syrup and told me it was a virus.  The next day I went to the surgeon and got my staples taken out.  That was on Wednesday.  On Friday, I went to the emergency room because I could barely breathe.  It had turn from Bronchitis to viral pneumonia and after spending one day in the cardiac unit, they were afraid I’d have heart failure, they had to put me on a ventilator and move me to ICU.  My throat and bronchi had swollen and closed off my airway.  

  A cardiac doctor examined me and he explained that a new viral pneumonia bug had shown up and my lungs kept working trying for air and after a while they’d just get tired and quit.

  That was the last thing I remember after getting a shot.  I remember telling my lungs to keep working.  The next morning (I thought) I woke up and thought well that wasn’t so bad—then I discovered that I had been strapped vertically to a bed for five days—whew!

  I have never seen so many hoses, wires, needles, pills, shots, etc., in my life and all were in me.  I spent seven days in ICU, six days on the ventilator.  Another two days in the regular ward at the hospital and I got to come home.

  Having lost all my body strength, I am having to build up strength to maneuver again.  Now my body has made a complete change so some things quit others started acting differently, so I guess the old body is finding out what 88 is really like.  But these are changes I can handle.

  I used to drive by that building called a hospital and really think nothing of it.  If you’re sick, stop by, if not, keep going.  But for me now that is another complete world.  Especially ICU.  It’s too bad that people can’t see how much really goes on in there.

  All of the doctors and nurses, aides, and everyone making decisions some by the minute to keep their patients alive and hope it is the right one and this goes on 24 hours a day.

  I think about the most I was alone was about 20 minutes.  If you ever have the need to go to the ICU slow down and really notice what all of those people are really doing and if you were just released, just remember why you were there and that it is a great place to be from.

  Now I’m back to getting my strength back up and work on the hip to get it back to 100% by starting over on the physical therapy.
